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COURSE DESCRIPTION:
Emphasis is placed on the development of a logical approach to clinical, roentgenographic and histopathologic diagnosis.  Special attention is paid to the study of microscopic images, representing common or important oral diseases, as a vehicle for an in-depth understanding of oral disease.  Regular attendance and participation is expected for in-class discussion of the clinical and histopathologic material presented.

COURSE GOALS:


1.
To aid the student in the accurate application of knowledge of pathology and diagnosis to clinical problem solving.

2.
To teach the student to make correlations between clinical and microscopic features of disease.

3.
To enhance the student's ability to communicate efficiently about oral disease.

FORMAT:
The course consists of lectures, discussions and seminars on the clinical/roentgenographic and histopathologic characteristics of relatively common or important oral diseases.

STUDENT LEVEL:  Graduate dental student.

PREREQUISITES:
Graduate dental student standing or permission of the instructor and the Associate Dean for Graduate Studies.

CLOCK HOURS/SEMESTER HOURS:  Twenty-eight clock hours of formal instruction including examinations.  Three credit hours or as arranged by the Associate Dean for Graduate Studies.

SCHEDULE:
Tuesdays, 1:00-3:30 PM, Fall Semester.

BEHAVIORAL OBJECTIVES:  During in-class discussions and on objective/subjective examinations, the student is expected to:

Describe a logical approach to microscopic diagnosis.

2.
Describe a logical approach to clinical diagnosis.

3.
Identify both normal and abnormal microscopic features apparent in a histologic preparation of lesional tissue taken from a pathologic condition.

4.
Using accepted terminology, accurately describe both the normal and abnormal microscopic features apparent in a histologic preparation of lesional tissue from a pathologic condition.

5.
Describe the expected clinical features of a pathologic lesion when shown a representative microscopic slide.

6.
Describe the expected microscopic features of a pathologic lesion when shown a representative clinical picture.

7.
Describe the clinical/radiological characteristics of a lesion when presented with a clinical photograph/radiograph of a pathologic lesion.

8.
When rendering a specific diagnosis, describe its etiology, pathogenesis and natural history, and treatment.

9.
List a differential diagnosis that is reasonable for a clinical/ roentgenographic/

histologic lesion for which a specific diagnosis is not rendered.
